July 30th Picture:

· Taken approximately 3 days after Rob Payne lost a 1/8th inch thick section of skin and fat “padding” off the end of his thumb.

· Doctors prognosis: 6-8 months to heal with no surgery or 2-3 months to heal with surgery (surgery would be done approximately 2-3 weeks following the injury as some natural healing had to take place first to allow a place for the graft to attach). 2-3 years for nerves to heal if they did at all.

· Dr’s had Rob use a cream and hydrogen peroxide on the thumb.

· At one week visit the doctor suggested that Rob needed to take additional measures to increase circulation to the area.  Rob suggested magnetics.

· Rob lives in a Wellness Home.  He also applied magnetics (Magstep shavings) to the thumb 24 hours a day from that point on.

· At three weeks Rob showed up for surgery, was washed, prepped, paper-worked and in the operating room when the doctor arrived.  The doctor and was ASTONISHED when he looked at the thumb and declared that there was no surgery necessary and that there was no more workers comp necessary.  Rob was “healed.”

September 8 Picture:

· Rob continued to apply magnetics daily and had rapid nerve recovery.  He estimates 90% within the first 6 months to a year. 

· If it gets cold…and it does in Sandpoint, Idaho…Rob simply puts his cold numb thumb next to the magnet (which he always s carries in his pocket) to restore feeling within a few minutes.
