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Logan is a 14 year-old boy from Birmingham, Alabama. He has Muscular
Distrophy, Leuko Distrophy and Epilepsy. At age 9, he was confined to a
wheel chair, having five to seven Grand Mal seizures every day. The
medications that he was given over the years made his quality of life
worse. His parents were desperately seeking a better solution. Last
year, they came to Atlanta to look at possibilities at a major health
event. 

They  met Sheri and Jack Clarke at the Nikken Wellness Home booth. Sheri
and Jack subsequently traveled to Alabama where they demonstrated Nikken
technologies, rolled Logan's back and left a sleep system for the boy to
use. The next day, Logan showed improvement and had only one seizure.
His parents bought all the components of a Wellness Home. 

Today, Logan is out of the wheelchair, a student in regular classes, is
taking ballroom dancing lessons (a dream of his) and has not had a
seizure in nine months. His parents are sharing Nikken with a passion
and a mission to educate and help others create a healthier and more
balanced life.
